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During his 40 years in Congress, and still today, Senator Tom Harkin
(Retired) is a leader in improving the lives of Americans with
disabilities. When he founded The Harkin Institute for Public Policy &

continue. The Harkin Institute informs citizens, inspires creative
cooperation, and catalyzes change on issues of social justice,
fairness, and opportunity.
